Waccamaw Cup

The Waccamaw Cup is a perpetual trophy awarded each year to the winner of a single race.  This race is sailed under the US Portsmouth handicap system and follows the Indian Summer Regatta.  The winner is  considered the “Grand Champion” of the Indian Summer Regatta.

1 Rules

1.1 This race will be governed by the “Rules” as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing except as changed by these sailing instructions.

1.2 The Sailing Instruction for the Indian Summer regatta will govern the Waccamaw Cup except as amended here.

2 Entries

2.1 Every boat registered in the Indian Summer Regatta is eligible to compete for the Waccamaw Cup.  Each boat must have a US Portsmouth number. 

3 Schedule of Races 

3.1 The race for the Waccamaw Cup is a single race.  This race will follow the scheduled races of the Indian Summer Regatta on Sunday.

4 The Course

4.1 The course will be announced from the RC barge.  Come within hail.

5 Scoring

5.1 US Portsmouth handicap system will be used to calculate corrected time.

6 Awards

6.1 The only award granted is the Waccamaw Cup which is a perpetual trophy.  

6.2 It will be the responsibility of the winner to have their name engraved on the trophy and return the trophy to WSC prior to next year’s race.
